Conventional wisdom suggests that proactively offering pre-sales services such as product trials
encourages customers to test new products, thereby stimulating repurchases. We show, however,
that the mere act of proactively reaching out to customers is a double-edged sword and provide
evidence on positive and negative “mere proactivity effects”.
