Will deal with the grand effort to reserve
for women 33% seats in local level gover-
nance and disqualify them if they have
had more than two children. It explores,
on the basis of law suits filed against
them, the experiences of women repre-
sentatives in trying to circumvent the Li-
miting condition of eligibility and ethical
problems in the state’s claim to empower
women at the grass roots.Record keeping
and evidence issues are brought forth in
the process.
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
